In the opinion of His Majesty’s Government Turkey neither deserves
nor should receive any consideration as she has shown herself incorrigible
and impossible.

His Majesty’s Government believe that the view that Turkey has
brought upon herself any misfortunes which she may now suffer will be
held by a large section of the Mussulman world. At the same time His
Majesty’s Ambassador is instructed earnestly to impress on the Imperial
Minister for Foreign Affairs that a strain may be put on Moslem opinion
in India and Egypt by the war with Turkey which must now ensue. In
order therefore to relieve that strain and to help His Majesty’s Govern-
ment to conciliate that opinion in Egypt and India, Sir E. Grey points
out the absolute necessity for the Russian Government to assist His
Majesty’s Government by displaying all possible forbearance and friendli-
ness to Persia. :

Sir E. Grey therefore urgently hopes that, now that there is a complete

 breach with Turkey and that His Majesty’s Government have abandoned
all pleas for consideration as far as she is concerned, Mr. Sazonow will
realize the paramount importance of impressing on Russian Consuls and
on the Russian personnel in Persia generally the necessity of observing
a conciliatory and friendly attitude towards Persia.

Unless war with Turkey is counterbalanced by a conciliatory attitude
in Persia there- may, Sir E. Grey points out, be no limits to the embar-
rassment the war may cause to Great Britain nor to the extent to which
our hands may be weakened.

The active cooperation of Greece and Roumania is the practical objec-
tive to be aimed at; and, in Sir E. Grey’s opinion, this cooperation cannot
be secured unless Bulgaria remains at least neutral. The active coopera-
tion of Greece is now important; but, until the attitude of Bulgaria is
definitely established, Greece cannot move. :
~ Sir E. Grey would accordingly welcome any definite proposals which
Mr. Sazonow may have to make with a view to securing at least the neu-
trality of Bulgaria.
